Kindergarten

Kindergarten is a great time to secure language skills. Children
are still learning naturally and acquire language much easier than
at a later age. These classes are designed for our young students
who are still learning how to read and write in English. Parents
support is needed to do homework (no parent’s language skills
required).

Beginners: Grade school age with no previous background.

This level is designed for both students who want to “try out” a
foreign language class and for those who may be serious about
becoming fluent and literate. This level is part of our immersion
program so the class is taught 100% in the target language. It
also follows a curriculum that is articulated with our Level and
Literacy level. Student will have the strong language listening
comprehension skills necessary to excel in the next level.

Other Levels: Grade School with 2 or more year of language.
Conversations and dialogs are extended through role-play, skits
and class routines. Workbooks are used to develop literacy and
practice homework is given weekly.

These classes follow the natural process of language acquisition.
Strong conversation skills and deeper understanding of the lan-
guage will be developed as literacy will be gently introduced in
preparation to our literacy levels. Children might be tested to en-
ter our Level classes.

Literacy: Grade school and middle school with prior experience .
These classes are designed for the students who went through
our Level levels or have similar experience in the language. In
these more advanced levels, conversation skills continue to im-
prove while literacy is being developed. Homework will be given.
The levels of literacy cover the grammar and writing equivalent to
the first 2 years of high school. Students might be tested to enter

our Literacy classes.
